The Transition Portfolio development should be an ongoing process started no later than the age of 16 and utilized for high school transition activities and post secondary planning and programming.  Each student’s needs within the transition planning areas will be individualized. Documenting interests, preferences and strengths with regards to training, education, employment and, where appropriate, independent living skills, is essential.
► The contents of this transition planning portfolio should be individualized and pertinent to the student.

► Students should take the lead in developing their own portfolio.

► The portfolio should include specifics based on the severity of the student’s disability.

► Make sure to include proven accommodations for the student to utilize in post-secondary education and/or work settings.
